PRINCIPAL PROPOSITION 



On the III International Competition “The Violin of the North”



Under the aegis of the International Non-Government Organization 



“The Northern Forum” in Yakutsk on the 18-25 June 2005.

1. General provisions.

1.1. III International Youth Contest for the young performers “The Violin of the North” is held with the view of the development of the best traditions of the home music culture and masterly performance, support and encouragement of the young gifted musicians from different countries, promotion of the development of their further creative career, expansion of the creative contacts with the countries – members of the INO ”The Northern Forum”, as well as assistance to the further cooperation between music-pedagogical schools of Asia and Europe.

 
1.2. The founder of the competition is a Ministry of culture and spiritual development of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia).


1.3. The competition will be held from the 18th to the 25th of June 2005 in Yakutsk on the basis of the Highest School of music of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia).


1.4. The organizing committee is formed by the founder. The organizing committee confirms the plan of arrangements on the preparation and carrying out of the competition, an estimate of expenditures, controls the fulfillment, affirms the membership of the jury and also the symbolism of the competition (logotype, models of the booklet, awards).


1.5. The organizational, financial, material and technical, personnel, information and any maintenance of the competition, as well as interaction with the founders, sponsors and mass media are executed by the Ministry of culture and spiritual development of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia).

2. Order of putting in an application.

2.1. The competition is held by three nominations:

Junior group – participants up to 12 years of age (inclusive);

Intermediate – participants up to 13-16 years of age (inclusive);

Senior group – participants up to 17-20 years of age (inclusive).

The age of the participants is determined according to the state of 18th of June 2005.

A participant will be given a right to participate in his/her age group with the programme of the higher group in case of its complete compliance.

2.2. Applications for the participation should be sent as late as May 15, 2005 to the address:

2.3.To the application sheet (according to the pattern) the following documents should be enclosed:

a) passport or a birth certificate (copy);

b) document of education (copy) if available or certificate from the place of work;

c) creative autobiography;

d) reference of the state organ, dealing with art issues, or educational institution or concert organization or of the authoritative worker of the music art;

e) 2 photos  13x18cm and photos 4x6 cm (signed on the reverse side).

2.4.  The application sheet is filled by the computer, typing machine or by hand in block letters in Russian or in English.

2.5. The organizing committee notifies the candidates about the results of the examination of the documents not later than the 20st of May 2005. All admitted to the participation in the competition will receive official invitations with the date of arrival to the contest.

2.6. The registration fee at the sum equivalent to 30 USD for the citizens of Russia and countries of the Union of Independent States or 50 USD for foreign participants is paid at the arrival to the competition before drawing lots. The participants pay the registration fee by cash in roubles according to the rate of the Central Bank of Russia at the day of registration.

2.7. In case of refusal of a candidate to participate the documents and the registration fee are not returned.

2.8. After the registration of the participants and drawing lots the changes in the competition programme of a participant are permitted only in the exceptional cases with the consent of the jury.

2.9. The preliminary connection with the organizing committee of the competition is advisable.

3. The order of the carrying out the competition.

3.1. The famous musicians from different countries are invited into the jury. The chairman of the jury is  people’s artist, laureate of international competitions, professor of Moscow P.I.Chaykovsky State Conservatory Eduard Grach. The executive director of the competition is an Honoured Art Worker of the Republic of Sakha (Yakutia), head of the chair of the Highest School of Music, senior lecturer Stanislav Afanasenko.

3.2. The competitive tests by all age categories are held in 2 rounds. All competitive hearings are held in public.

3.3. The regular succession at the competition is determined by drawing lots and is preserved till the end of the competition. The participants, who are late for the beginning of the competition are allowed to hearings only by the special decision of the jury. 

3.4. To the final round not more than 8 performers are admitted in each age group, gathered the largest number of marks by 25-mark estimation system.

3.5.   The final distribution of places and prizes will take place after the 2nd round  as a result of discussion and open voting at the final meeting of the jury.

3.6. Each participant of the first and second tours is granted a possibility  of  one acoustic rehearsal (20 minutes) on the stage, where competitive hearings will take place. Besides, the participants are given auditoriums for every day practical classes.

3.7. In case of necessity the organizing committee is obliged to grant a participant  a highly qualified leader of an orchestra. 

3.8. The participants of the competition are obliged to perform at the conclusive concerts with the solo turns without any indemnity. 

3.9. The organizing committee reserves the right to broadcast the competitive hearings and concerts by television and radio, record and distribute the audio and videomaterials of the competition without any additional fee. 


3.10. The participants and guests of the competition will be provided by free English-Russian interpreters. 

4. Financial conditions.

4.1. All expenses on journey of the participants, their teachers, leaders of the orchestra, accompanying people  to Yakutsk  are covered by the sending party and for their own charge.


The organizing committee will cover expenses of  accommodation, meals of the participants from the very beginning and to the end of the competition. As to other persons, the Organizing committee is not liable to any financial obligations. Nevertheless it will assist  in lodging and booking air tickets. The Organizing Committee will meet and see off at the airport. Transport within Yakutsk and transfer to/from airport will be free for all persons coming.

5. Prizes and awards.

5.1 The Grand-prize of the competition, awarded to the best participant of the competition irrespectively of the age group is 4000 USD.

Junior group

1st Prize –        USD 1000

5.2. Prize-winners will be given the title of a Laureate of the Competition. 


5.3. Participants of the second round (excluding prize-winners) are awarded the title of a Diploma-winner and a bonus of USD 150 for a junior group, USD 200 for  the intermediate group and USD 250 for a senior group. 


Monetary prizes and bonuses are paid in roubles at the rate of the Central Bank of Russia at the day of payment (without assessment on property).


5.4. Jury has the right: not to award all prizes and diplomas, to share one prize among participants (except Grand-Prize); to award diplomas the participants of the 1st round,  not  entering the finale  (not more than two in each group) without financial incentives, to award diplomas for the best performance of individual items of the competition programme, to award best tutors and accompanists with diplomas, to make a decision to curtail the program or to stop the performance. Special prizes and awards are also envisaged. 


5.5. The decisions of the jury are final and are not subject to revision. 


5.6. In case of disagreements in the interpretation of the current  Principal Proposition on the III International Youth Competition of Violinists the only correct text will be Russian.
